Food For Thought provides medically tailored meals and groceries to individuals with serious
medical conditions or after an in-patient hospitalization. Food For Thought also runs a Full
Belly Program which provides medically tailored groceries and meals for expecting clients and
their household, continuing until the baby reaches three months of age. Food For Thought
believes in "food as medicine," tailoring dietary plans to each client’s medical, cultural, and
personal needs.
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Does not require proof of immigration status, following a "don’t ask, don’t tell"
policy to ensure accessibility for all.

Services aim to reach anyone in need of healthy food for recovery and thriving.
Provides weekly groceries and medically tailored meals.

Home delivery for clients.

Individual nutrition counseling with bilingual and bicultural registered dietitians.
